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82 Conferéncia da Associacdo Europeia de Sociologia:
conflito, cidadania e sociedade civil

De 3 a 6 de Setembro de 2007, teve lugar na Caledonian University e na Strathclyde
University, em Glasgow, na Escocia, a 8.* Conferéncia da Associagdo Europeia de Sociologia,
subordinada a tematica “Conflict, Citizenship and Civil Society”, e nela participaram cerca
de 1658 participantes de 52 paises de todos os continentes. Portugal foi um dos paises
mais representados, com 87 participantes provenientes de varias universidades e centros
de investigagao, aparecendo em 4.° lugar a seguir a Finlandia (159), Alemanha (140) e Gra-
Bretanha (140).

A 8.% Conferéncia da ESA reuniu experts, socidlogos e investigadores de todo o mundo
com o objectivo de explorar a cidadania contemporanea na Europa e discutir o estado da
democracia e dos direitos civis, politicos e sociais que foram o sangue vital politico das
sociedades europeias. A Conferéncia envolveu a apresentagido de papers em 30 Research
Networks — (1) Ageing in Europe; (2) Sociology of Arts; (3) Biographical Perspectives on Eu-
ropean Societies; (4) Sociology of Children and Childhood; (5) Sociology of Consumption;

Sociology; (6) Global Governance; (7) Historical Sociology; (8) Europe and Immigration; (9)
Rethinking the Intergenerational Transmission of Inequalities; (10) Legal Pluralism in Europe:
Common Regulations and Local practices; (I I) Memory, Culture and Conflict; (12) Contem-
porary Methods in Migration Research; (13) Minority Studies and Ambivalent Identities in
Plural Societies; (14)Resisting Neoliberalism; (15) Public Sociology and Commitment in Ac-
tion; (16) Sociology of Racism; (17) Sociology of Religions; (18) Russia in a Changing World:
The Dynamics and Quality of Citizenship and Civil Society; (19) Urban Sociology and Cit-
ies; (20) Work and Organisation. Deste modo, a Conferéncia cobriu uma grande variedade
de areas substantivas dentro do canone socioldgico, incluindo uma lista de correntes e de
redes de investigagdo. Na sessdo de abertura, participou Donatella della Porta, Professora
de Sociologia e Directora de Investigagao no Department of Political and Social Sciences do
European University Institute, com a comunicagao intitulada “Conflict, Citizenship and Civil
Society: How Emerging Social Conflicts Challenge Social Sciences Approaches”. A sessao de
encerramento contou com a participacao de Margareth Archer, Professora de Sociologia na
Universidade de Warwick, que apresentou comunicagao intitulada “From High Modernity
to Nascent Globalisation: New Reflexive Imperative and Transformations of Civil Society” e
Nicos Mouzelis, Professor Emérito de Sociologia da London School of Economics, com a comu-
nicagao “Civil Society and Citizenship in Early and Late Modernity”.

No decurso da Conferéncia, foi eleita como Presidente da ESA, Claire Wallace, Professora
da Aberdeen University e eleito um novo Executive Committee para 2007-2009.
