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A anéalise do fenomeno da avaliagado
da aprendizagem escolar, com especial
enfoque sobre a cultura avaliativa dos
professores, nas escolas publicas de
ensino médio, foi o alvo do presente
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trabalho de pesquisa. A proposta desse
estudo originou-se de um interesse dual:
num primeiro momento, desvendar pos-
siveis causas de insucesso dos alunos na
vida escolar, revelado por maus resul-
tados avaliativos e, numa etapa conclu-
siva, contribuir com sugestdes alterna-
tivas para o enriquecimento e melhoria
qualitativa dos processos avaliativos e
de seus resultados, lancando luz sobre
a epistemologia do professor, que inter-
fere diretamente na sua cultura avalia-
tiva.

Em relagdo ao delineamento da inves-
tigagdo e a sua natureza metodoldgica,
a opcdo foi pela pesquisa qualitativa,
que utilizou como meios para a cole-
ta de dados, o trabalho de campo, com
questionario e entrevistas, precedido
pelo estudo bibliografico e documental.
O universo de abrangéncia incidiu so-
bre quatro estabelecimentos publicos de
ensino médio, da regido central urbana
do municipio de Campo Largo, Parana
(Brasil). Para amostragem, por acessi-
bilidade, da populagdo desse universo
designou-se 20 % dos seus professores,
que integraram a pesquisa, respondendo
os instrumentos de inquiricdo propos-
tos.

Como resultado obtido, por meio da
coleta e analise dos dados revelou-se a
presenga nos professores, de uma cultu-
ra avaliativa hibrida, ou em transicdo,
com raizes, as vezes muito fortes, com
base no paradigma de educagdo tradi-
cional e com ramificagdes matizadas
pelo paradigma de educag@o progres-
sista. Esse diagndstico permitiu discer-
nimentos sobre as provaveis origens de
aspectos problematicos, relacionados a
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avalia¢d@o, que estariam imbricados com
o fracasso escolar. Conduziu também a
algumas proposi¢des de trabalho, mais
contemporaneas, com potencial supera-
dor de anacronismos e deficiéncias.

Learning evaluation at public middle-
education institutions: an analysis of
teachers’ evaluation culture

The analysis of the phenomenon of the
evaluation of educational learning, with
a special focus on the teacher’s grading
culture, in the public middle-school set-
ting, was the objective of this research.
The proposal for this study came out of
a dual interest: firstly, to unveil the pos-
sible causes for the students’ unsuccess-
fulness in their academic life, revealing
poor grading results, and, secondly, to
contribute alternative suggestions for
the enrichment and improvement of the
grading processes and their results,
throwing light upon the teachers’ epis-
temology, which directly interferes in
their grading culture.

In relation to the outline of this inves-
tigation and its methodological nature,
the option was for the qualitative rese-
arch, which used field work as a means
of gathering information, with questio-
nnaires and interviews, preceded by a
bibliographical and documental study.
The universe of the research involved
four public middle-school establish-
ments, from the central urban area of
Campo Largo County (Parand, Brazil).
Forthe demonstration, due to accessibi-
lity, 20% of the teachers who took part
of the research, by answering the propo-
sed questions, have been considered.

With the results obtained through the
collecting and analysis of the facts a
very hybrid culture of evaluation, or
one in transition, has been revealed with
roots sometimes too strong in the tradi-
tional educational paradigm and with
ramifications extending as far back as
the progressive educational paradigm.
The diagnosis has also permitted insi-
ghts into the possible origins of the pro-
blematic aspects related to evaluation,
which would lead to academic failure.
It has also led to some work proposals,
more up-to-date, with the potential of
overcoming anachronisms and deficien-
cies.
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
