Janus’ faces. Educational policies 
concerning citizenship in Portugal in 
the 1990s

The recent inclusion of Portugal in the 
number of new democracies, the inten-
sive trans-nationalization of political, 
economic and cultural relations as a re-
sult of the renegotiation of the position 
of Portugal in the world system and the 
belated development of mass schooling 
have given rise to a complex framework 
marked by contradictions and tensions: 
democratization/modernization, inclu-
sion/exclusion, equal of opportunities/
competitiveness. In a period of crisis 
and dilemmas, the citizenship and edu-
cation for citizenship emerge as a prio-
rity of European and national educatio-
nal policies.

In this dissertation, the process of so-
cial construction of educational poli-
cies is analyzed, questioning educatio-
nal policies for citizenship, in Portugal 
in the 1990s. Through a comprehensive 
approach based in the combined action 
of a theoretical and an epistemological 
tool - regulation and emancipation - 
and the analysis of the process of trans-
nationalization and national translation 
of the discursive semantic - Education 
for Democratic Citizenship - it has been 
possible to highlight the two faces of 
Janus in educational policies, in Portu-
gal in the 1990s, in a varied and hybrid 
development as the intrinsic expression 
of the same reality.

Do mundo da leitura para uma relei-
tura do mundo (dialogando com os 
alunos do projeto de regularização do 
fluxo escolar – 5.a a 8.a séries)

Este trabalho analisa a representação 
dos alunos sobre o ensino da Língua 
Portuguesa no Projeto de Regularização 
do Fluxo Escolar (PRFE) de 5.a a 8.a 
séries, no que concerne ao desenvolvi-
mento do gosto e do hábito pela leitura, 
a partir da fala dos atores e da produção 
textual dos mesmos. Numa tentativa de 
propiciar uma maior reflexão a respeito 
dos problemas relacionados com a lei-
tura, a pesquisa fundamenta-se nos es-
tudos teóricos dos autores Paulo Freire, 
Izidoro Blikstein, Mary Kato, Eni Or-
landi, José Roberto Whitaker Penteado e 
alguns dos principais projetos de leitura 
do Brasil, merecendo destaque a leitura 
segundo os Parãmetros Curriculares Na-
cionais. Para a constituição do corpus a 
autora recorreu a entrevistas gravadas 
em áudio e produção textual. 

As análises desses dados apontaram 
para três modos de leitura: a) um modo 
designado na pesquisa como estrutura-
lista, que entende a leitura como decifra-
ção e recuperação do sentido do texto; 
b) a leitura na linha cognitivo-proces-
sual e discursiva, quando os atores uti-
lizam seus conhecimentos prévios, for-
mulam hipóteses, estabelecem objetivos 
para a leitura, construindo assim senti-
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dos para o texto; c) quando os processos 
de leitura desenvolvidos, durante toda a 
vida, ganham forma através de símbolos 
verbais e não-verbais. Nesse momento, 
a partir de suas leituras e releituras de 
mundo, os sujeitos passam de leitores 
para autores e co-autores. 

Os resultados da pesquisa evidencia-
ram que os alunos, ao interagirem com 
os textos das atividades de leitura de-
senvolvidas no Projeto de Regulariza-
ção do Fluxo Escolar da 5.a à 8.a séries, 
ampliaram seus conhecimentos e adqui-
riram novas formas de pensamento, de 
inserção e de atuação no seu meio.

From the world of reading to a rerea-
ding of the world (a dialogue with the 
students in the project for regulating 
the school flow – 5th to 8th grades)                                      
                            

This paper analyses the students’ in-
terpretation of the teaching of Por-
tuguese in the Project for Regulating 
School Flow (PRSF), from the 5th to 
the 8th grades. It concentrates on the 
development of reading habits and the 
pleasure for reading, having as star-
ting point the actors’ speech and their 
production of texts. The research was 
based on the theoretical study of some 
authors, namely Paulo Freire, Izidoro 
Blikstein, Mary Kato, Eni Orlandi and 
José Roberto Whitaker Penteado, which 
enabled a deeper consideration of the 
problems related to reading, the object 
of study. It was also based on some of 
the main reading projects in Brazil, es-
pecially the National Curriculum Para-
meters. Surveys, interviews recorded on 
tapes and the production of texts were 
also used to develop the corpus of the 

study.   
The data analyses pointed towards 

three methods of reading: a) a method 
considered by the research as structu-
ralist, since it understands reading as 
a form of decoding and recovering the 
sense of the text; b) a cognitive, proce-
dural and discursive method of reading, 
where the authors resorted to their for-
mer knowledge, formulated hypotheses 
and established objectives for reading, 
thus creating meanings for the text and; 
c) a method that enabled the reading 
processes developed during the whole 
life to take shape through verbal and 
non-verbal symbols. At this moment the 
subjects move from readers to authors 
and co-authors, based on their readings 
and re-readings of the world. 

The results of the research showed 
that, while interacting with the text du-
ring the reading activities developed in 
the Project for Regulating School Flow, 
from the 5th to the 8th grades, the stu-
dents expanded their knowledge and ac-
quired new ways of thought, inclusion 
and participation in their social group.
